 I. AMERICA WAS SETTLED BY PEOPLE LOOKING FOR RELIGIOUS  FREEDOM 

      A. Those who sailed on the Mayflower in 1620 fled from tyranny & oppression.   

      B. They signed the Mayflower Compact, proclaiming they had come to the new world                                  

   for "the glory of God   & the advancement of the Christian faith."       

      C. In 1643 they joined together to form “The New England Confederation.”

 II. OUR FOUNDERS HAD STRONGLY DESIRED TO PLEASE GOD.   

      A.  Around 150 years passed by          
   from the time of the earliest settlers to the beginning of our nation.                                                                                                                                       
      B. As time passed, & the original settlers died off:                                                                                                                        

  1. The spiritual atmosphere deteriorated rapidly.                                                                                                    

   a. Churches were dying                                                                                                                                     

            b. By 1730, only about 10% of the people in the Colonies attended church.   

  2. But then something amazing, happened beginning in 1734!                                             

     “The Great Awakening.”                              

           3. Openly devout Christians were no longer just 10% of the population.                                                  

   Now they made up 50% or more.               

     C. The “Great Awakening” was a precursor to the American Revolution.   

          The generation that experienced the “Great Awakening”     

   became the leaders of  the American Revolution!
